As pharmaceutical inventories may vary with time and supply cycles, this template is designed to collect information only regarding dedicated reserve pharmaceutical supply (ie. pharmaceuticals that are immediately available and are not designated for any other purpose) Prior attempts at cataloguing inventories of existing pharmaceutical supplies have had limited application due to discrepancies in definitions and interpretation of strengths/concentration and dosage units. This tool offers uniform definitions developed by the Pharmaceutical Response Project team comprised of Johns Hopkins Office of Critical Event Preparedness and Response (CEPAR) in partnership with the Maryland Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, Board of Pharmacy, Maryland Emergency Management Agency, Baltimore City Health Department and Maryland Institute for Emergency Medical Services Systems.

A dosage unit is defined as the count of a given specific strength and dosage form (eg. if you have 100 tablets of 500mg PO, 100 tablets of 250 mg PO and 100 bags of 400 mg IV in your reserve supply, enter “100” on the first line under #dosage units, enter “100” on the second line and enter “100” on the third line, etc.)  For liquid formulations, enter the concentration under strength/ concentration, and enter numbers of bottles with total mls in each bottle under #dosage units.
